The power of God given ideas....

Christopher Sholes was concerned about his pastor who had been busy
all week visiting victims of an epidemic, comforting the bereaved and
conducting funerals. Consequently he had not time to write his Sunday
sermons. Sholes discussing the matter with a friend said “it seems a pity
there isn't a quick method of writing for busy folks like parsons.” His
friend said, “why not invent a machine?.” He did! After months of hard
work a group assembled to watch him tap out C LATHAM SHOLES,
NOV 1867. Six years later Remingtons recognised the typewriter was
something that could revolutionise business and went into production.



The power of God given ideas....

A Scottish doctor called James Young Simpson introduced something
called artificial sleep. As a student at Edinburgh University he was at-
tracted to surgery because he was troubled by the pain and mortality rate
experienced during operations. As a result of reading Genesis 2:21 “So
the LORD God caused the man to fall into a deep sleep; and while he
was sleeping, he took one of the man's ribs and closed up the place with
flesh”

Simpson thought chloroform might be the answer. He first experimented
on himself. Finally in 1847 the first three operations with chloroform took
place.

Some thought it was a sin to interfere with nature and many opposed the
idea. Dr Simpson shared the Bible passage saying “this is how God op-
erated on Adam”. The tide of opposition turned when Queen Victoria
gave birth to her eighth child under chloroform and declared that she was
‘greatly pleased with its effect’.

The power of God given ideas....

In 1824 a Christian called Louis Braille, invented a system of raised dots
on paper so that blind people could read. He invented 63 symbols repre-
senting every language, hence Gods Word was placed into the hands of
the visually impaired for the first time.

The power of God given ideas....

Another Christian, Samuel Morse invented morse code communication,
speeding up sending messages around the world dramatically. One day
a friend asked Morse “when you were experimenting did you ever come
to an absolute deadlock, not knowing what to do?” “More than once”,
replied Morse, “I got down on my knees and prayed for light, and light
came, and when my inventions were acknowledged by flattering honours
from America and Europe | said ‘not unto me, O Lord, not unto me, but
unto Thy name give the glory.” The first transatlantic cable read “What
God has wrought”.

Pursuits (and usually getting beaten). The Homelesse attends the Centre
once a week for health advice and also a Debt Gllonss available.

There are 38 volunteers who come from many churichEastbourne to help in
the kitchen, engage in activities and chat withrik at the centre and also work
on the Charity Shop. We represent a whole rang@e$, life experience and
churchmanship and 90% of our volunteers at the shegx-clients.

There is a seven-member Board of Trustees thasonsible for trying to keep
the charity solvent, not an easy job when moneéeeded regularly to clothe,
feed and find accommodation and household goodsuid a volatile
population. Peter Thorley from Christchurch is Mgeraof the Oasis Trust and
deals with specific problems, such as accessingftignfinding
accommodation, accompanying clients to court atgifgethem gain access to
their children. He is also involved in raising aeaess of the pitfalls of
addiction with school children and speaks regulatlgchool assemblies and
classes.

Anita is Manager of the Drop- in Centre and is cagible for the day to day
running of the Centre, coordinating the work ofurdkers and, along with Jane
(our cook), buying supplies for the evening meals.

Caroline manages the charity shop which was ihjitedt up to provide
financial support to the Drop-In Centre, but haslexd as more of a training
place where clients can relearn social skills agktbp skills needed to live and
work in modern society. The shop was originallyT@mminus Road, but has
recently re-located to Seaside Road, just opp@itestchurch, to a shop that
was originally called “Bits and Pieces”. All itero§clothes, bric-a-brac will be
gratefully received by Caroline and her staff. Bhep is open Monday to
Saturday 9am to 4pm.

Oasis works in cooperation with other churches\aridntary agencies, such as
the Salvation Army and Fat Fleshed Ministries, HaseAll Souls church, as
well as government agencies, such as EastbournsitpDepartment, Social
Services, Job Centre, Mental Health Services etc.

We have links with Betel rehabilitation centreghe Midlands. Many who are
taken there don't last the course (one year) asetiene is very tough with
withdrawal from addiction being accomplished “ctldkey style” without
medication. However, the withdrawal process isfadlgemonitored and
supported by prayer and life within this Christ@ammunity. Those who see it
through are much stronger to deal with their adohst, considering themselves



Oasis Christian Outreach Trust

You may have seen the two homeless men who wergtiy sleep in the
church grounds on the morning of the Coffee Morriorghe Hawksbees. One
of the two proceeded to drink a whole bottle of waéde in the space of half an
hour.

I don’t know what your reaction was. Perhaps it @iggust, fear, sadness or
anger.

It is very easy to walk by on the other side beeaus don’t know what to do.

You could be forgiven for thinking that homelesshissrare in Eastbourne, but
it is commoner than you might think. Recent infotfigures indicate that there
are at least 30 “true” street- homeless here wititteer 100 plus “sofa surfers”
who can often stay overnight with friends who haweom or bed-sit. For many
of these men and women, their problems are compalibg alcohol and drug
addiction.

There are a few places you might refer these guysnte of which is Oasis,
whose Drop-in Centre is open Monday to Friday atdB¥ Hall in the grounds of
Christchurch in Seaside. Oasis was set up 17 yeardy Brian Martin who ran
a drop-in centre called the “Cabin” at the Elim @ituat the bottom of Upperton
Road. When the church was demolished prior to rathmv, the Centre moved
to the Royal Hotel and later to Brodie Hall. Frorgmally being an Elim
ministry, it changed to an interdenominational diyas volunteers came from
various churches in Eastbourne and surroundingarea

Last year over 7000 people came through the dabmgst 4000 main meals
were served and 30 people were referred for ratathoh in that time. From the
beginning Oasis offered the cheapest cooked breakfaown and nowadays
clients have a variety of healthy options for bfaak assisted by the local
Primary Care Trust Homeless Nursing service. Biesikfare served Monday to
Friday from 9am to 11.30am. After 11.30am reasonphkited snacks and hot
drinks are available and on Monday, Wednesday aidéy-hot dinners are
served at 4pm.

Not all clients are homeless, some live in hostals others in bed sits and flats
Not all have alcohol and drug addiction problems,dl have broken lives and
a need for somewhere safe and warm to gather ameose to listen to their
problems. Many activities take place at Brodie Halelp raise self esteem,
occupy their time and engage people in activitiesenmeaningful that drinking
or taking drugs. There is a Drama Group, an Artugrand on Tuesday

And now you have left your father’s roof and our charge; still my
desires go after you, as well as the kind thoughts of many others;
and since | cannot now speak to you, | take this way of expressing
my thoughts to you...

The letter continues to liken himself to the young man including

sharing about the witness of his younger brother who had died,

and then to challenge him that although he may feel happy with

lots of friends he still needs forgiveness of sin and a relationship
with the Saviour.

“Now, my dear boy, | have no wish to weary you. If you are any-
thing like what | was, you will have yawned many a time already
over this letter. However, if the Lord deal graciously with you, and

touch your young heart, as | pray He may, with a desire to be for-
given, and to be made a child of God, perhaps you will not take ill
what | have written to you in much haste. As this is the first time
you have been away from home, perhaps you have not learned to
write letters yet; but if you have, | would like to hear from you, how
you come on-what convictions you feel, if you feel any — what diffi-
culties — what parts of the Bible puzzle you; and then | would do
my best to unravel them. You read your Bible regularly, of course;
but do try and understand it, and still more, to feel it. Read more
parts than one at a time. For example, if you are reading Genesis,
read a psalm also; or, if you are reading Matthew, read a small bit
of an epistle also. Turn the Bible into prayer. Thus, if you were
reading the first psalm, spread the Bible on the chair before you,
and kneel and pray, “ O Lord give me the blessedness of the man”
etc. “ Let me not stand in the counsel of the ungody” etc. This is
the best way of knowing the meaning of the Bible, and of learning
to pray. In prayer confess your sins by name. Pray for your friends
and family by name. If you love them, surely you will pray for their
souls. | know well that there are prayers constantly ascending for
you from your own house; and will you not pray for them back
again? Do this regularly. If you pray sincerely for others, it will
make you pray for yourself.

But | must be done. Good bye, dear G. Remember me to your
brother kindly, and believe me your sincere friend.

My visit to Maoni Orphanage

Introduction

Knowing that | was going to be in Malawi in Octol2809 doing work
for another charity, lan Milmine from Revival, askene to join him at

the orphanage where many children are sponsorgedyle from Holy
Trinity Church, Trinity Foundation Trust and otheurches in the UK.

What | saw at Maoni Orphanage

| was introduced to Bishop Maurice and his son, @iayve us out to or-
phanage which is on the outskirts of the town @afrByre in the south of
Malawi. At the orphanage we met the manager, caeashers and pas-
tors and the children and on the Sunday morninglveeed in worship
with them all in their meeting room/chapel.

During the service the man who teaches carpentityet@lder boys acted
as interpreter.

My two and a half day visit was pretty hectic dsured the facilities
available at the orphanage such as meeting roomnmittoies, class-
rooms, clinic, workshops, play ground, water pukifghen and farm. All
the children were photographed, their sponsordhips and educational
progress were checked and the lucky ones were tdetters and gifts
from their sponsors. We ate a delicious lunch cddikethe ladies of the
orphanage and held discussions with leaders atrgifenage about pri-
oritizing their needs.

We made trips into town to buy equipment needethbyrphanage such
as instruments for the music group and shoes fatder girl wanting to
become a nurse. During these trips, arrangementswade for faulty
equipment to be repaired such as the rocket stoveobking rice and a
new pump for the bore-hole to keep the water suppining.

Reflections on the visit

Not all the children have lost both parents buirtharents and extended
family may be unable to look after them and alldii@n are encouraged
to visit their home villages regularly. Not all thkildren have sponsors
but they are all fed, clothed and educated togdtber the sponsorship
money. It is clear that more sponsors are needed.

The chronological age of the children did not algvayatch with their
educational level as they may not have attendedasdh their home vil-
lage and are now behind their peers. However tipalae schooling re-
ceived at the orphanage is enabling children tohcap with their peers.
The primary school age children are educated ithhanage school,
which is fairly primitive, but effective. Addition&lassrooms are needed
to accommodate the older primary classes. The sacgichool age chil-
dren go to school in a nearby village, where thaygare very well with
their peers who live with their families.

Some of the older children, on being asked what tiented to do when
they left school, were not always realistic, sonamting to be doctors,
nurses or teachers and one boy wanted to be a plsted to tell them
that they would have to work very hard at schoal #rat professional
education took a long time. Most of the boys warntele truck drivers
and mechanics.

There are sewing machines available for the gitg also learn to cook
and look after younger children by working alongside female carers at
the orphanage.

There are mechanic and carpentry workshops fopdlye and some boys
are learning agricultural skills on the farm. Thenslard of facilities may
appear primitive when compared with those availablbe UK, but are
appropriate when compared with village life in Maia

Those who received letters and photos from th@insprs were delighted
and those who did not were disappointed. Becautt'eafommunal way
in which the children live, it can cause problemsénd individual gifts
to sponsored children. | feel that it is bettegitee any additional gifts in
money to lan so he and the local staff can use gifitshfor the benefit of
all the children.

The orphanage compound is at the heart of a il@@hristian commu-
nity, where pastors from other churches under BidWlaurice’s authority
regularly visit for fellowship and teaching (esgdlyi when lan visits).
