The Vicar writes:-  
 
Dear Friends, 
 
Have you ever thought of  
yourself as clay pot?  Perhaps 
not—but the Bible uses this  
picture to describe us  
Christians—’we have this  
treasure in earthen vessels’  
(2 Corinthians 4:7).  If you think 
about it, it’s a good description.  
We may put a brave face on 
things and our circumstances, 
but many of us know we are fragile and that we can  
easily be broken. 
 
Of course, this is both an encouragement as well as a 
warning.  The mistake which so many of us make is to 
think that the only people God can use are the important 
people—those who have outstanding gifts and  
personalities.  In actual fact, the very opposite is the 
case.  God wants to use common clay pots!  Which 
means that there is hope for each of us—those of us who 
know that we are just ordinary Christians—nothing very 
special.  On the other hand, what a word of caution for 
those people who think that they are really rather special.  
‘God chose what is foolish in the world to shame the 
wise’ (1 Corinthians 1:27) 
 
Why does God work like this?  ‘It is to show’ says Paul, ‘ 
that the transcendent power belongs to God.’ If God  
always used outstanding personalities to do His work, we 
might be tempted to think that their success was entirely 
due to themselves.  But if He uses just plain, ordinary,  



 people, we are much more likely to give all the glory to 
God. 
 
What a comfort there is in all of this.  So many of us feel 
weak and useless, but that’s exactly what God wants us 
to be.  So weak, that God Himself is the only explanation 
of what we are able to do, what we are able to say, and 
how we are able to live.

The five-word antidote to grumbling  
 

An eminent and well-known English preacher was approached by a  
congregation member who complained about some aspect of church life.  
It may have been that he didn’t feel welcomed, or that he was finding it 
hard to make friends and fit in; it could have been that he was finding the 
service dissatisfying or the preaching too long; it could have been that 
the music was not to his taste or that his family was not being catered for 
to his satisfaction.  The details of the complaint have been lost in the  
telling and re-telling of the story. 
 
The preacher listened to the complaint, paused, and then replied with 
five words that cut straight to the heart of not only the man’s problem, but 
the problem with all grumbling and complaining in church.  He simply 
said, ‘It’s not about you, stupid!’ and walked off. 
 
It was a stunningly rude response—the kind that this preacher seemed 
uniquely capable of getting away with in his very English way.  But  
doesn’t it exactly express what is wrong with grumbling and complaining 
in church? 
 
It really is the height of idiocy to think that the church is about me and my 
needs and my family and my satisfaction.  It completely overturns the 
teaching of the Bible—that church is about God and Christ and loving 
other people.  In fact, if we wanted to summarize Paul’s rebuke to the 
dysfunctional Corinthian church in 1 Corinthians 11-14, a pretty  
reasonable slogan would be ; ‘It’s not  about you, stupid!’ 
 
So the next time you’re feeling grumpy about church, and are  
complaining that this aspect or that aspect leaves you cold, remind  
yourself of the five-word answer to grumbling.  And if you’re really game, 
when someone starts grumbling to you about how they don’t like the  
music or how they’re sick of the preacher’s jokes, just give them a slightly 
incredulous look, shake your head and find your own way to say (politely 
of course), ‘It;’s not about you, stupid!’

How can I review my giving to God? 
 
First you need to work out how much you 
are giving to God at the moment.  Add up 
the time that you spend on church and 
other Christian or voluntary community  
activities, and compare that to your waking 
week (typically over 100 hours a week).  
What proportion of your time is devoted to 

God’s work? 
 
Now work out how much money you give to the church and 
other Christian organisations and charities.  You m ay give say 
a regular £10 a week to the church through the enve lope 
scheme.  If your take-home income (salary or pensio n) is £300 
a week, that means you are giving about 3.3% of you r income 
to the church.  Or if your take-home income is £2,0 00 a month, 
giving £100 in total a month by bank standing order s to  
various charities equals 5% of income. 
 
Many people’s donations to charity are less regular  and more 
ad-hoc.  For example, many people give to one-off G ift Days 
for particular missions organised by their church, or respond 
to emergency disaster appeals..  So it may be easie r to try and 
estimate how much you gave in total over the last t welve 
months, and then compare this to your annual take-h ome  
income. 
 
The next step is to sit down and prayerfully work o ut with God 
what proportion of your time and money should be gi ven back 
to Him in thankfulness for His generosity.  Everyon e’s  
response will be different, according to our person al and  
family circumstances.  Those in retirement may be a ble to  
devote more than a tithe of their time; those with well-paid 
jobs or inherited wealth may be able to be more gen erous in 
terms of money.  Those on state benefits or with on erous  
family responsibilities may not be able to meet the  5%  
Standard. 



 
You may find that your current level of giving to t he church is 
only 2.5%, with another 2.5% to other charities.  Y ou reckon 
that an appropriate level should be 10% in total, b ut your  
existing commitments mean that it is impossible to give more 
than say 3% to each in the coming year.  After pray er you  
decide to try and reach your 5% goals over the next  3 years, 
aiming to give God a reasonable part of each pay ri se that  
occurs, and to cut down on a few unnecessary luxuri es. 
 
Make a note in your diary to earmark a time each ye ar (your 
birthday, or Christmas, or Easter, or your church’s   
Stewardship Sunday) when you will review your time and  
financial commitment to God. 
 
Remember that God has promised to provide for those  who 
take his promises seriously.  The experience of cou ntless 
Christians down the centuries is that the more they  give away, 
the more God provides for them to be generous with.   Jesus 
also warned us that God will use our standards of g enerosity 
when judging our faithfulness during our lifetime. (Luke 6:38) 
 



  
Some early memories of Holy Trinity – Part 5  

 
 
 By any standards, war is horrible and it is right that  the sufferings of 
Jews and others in the Holocaust should be remembered.  I had a  
colleague in the Bank after the War who was in one of the first Army units 
to enter Belsen.  He was permanently scarred by the experience which 
haunted him for the rest of his days. 
 
On the other hand, for some folk, service in the Forces was a time of  
developing leadership qualities and other skills they were not aware of, 
and of having their horizons widened.  One such was Ross Tully who 
served as an Army officer in India and saw the need of the Gospel for 
that land.  He determined to return one day, which he did after training 
and ordination, serving the Lord as a missionary in Pakistan for many 
years. 
 
For some others, their lives were ruined by the War.  At the beginning of 
the War there were two fine young Christian men in the Church  
fellowship who became 20 years of age in 1939.  I shall call them  
Maurice and Paul (not their real names).  They were among the first  
conscripts to be called up at that age under the Conscription Act which 
came into force that year.  They joined the Royal Army Medical Corps 
together, for training as medical orderlies.  I can remember them giving 
their testimonies as Campaigners, in uniform, on their first leave. 
 
They were sent to France with the B.E.F. but in 1940 with the fall of 
France, they found themselves at one of the Channel ports awaiting 
evacuation.  The call went out for volunteers to stay behind to care for 
the seriously wounded British troops who were too ill to be moved.  They 
stepped forward and of course, subsequently became Prisoners of War. 
 
Maurice appeared to adjust to life in captivity reasonably well during his 
five long years as a prisoner.  Paul, however, had problems and his 
nerves went to pieces.  His condition became so bad that the Germans 
repatriated him in 1943.  This speaks for itself as they obviously did not 
let anyone go who could be of further use to their enemy.  He came 
home a nervous wreck, jumping at every shadow and sound, unable to 
go out and it took several years before he was well enough to begin 
training as a doctor, which  he did in Edinburgh.  After qualification and 



experience as a House Surgeon in two or three hospitals, he became a 
Ship’s Doctor in an ocean liner for a time—restless soul that he was.  He 
never married.  Ultimately, he went out to Ghana and was employed by a 
large Public Company to look after the health and well being of their work 
force.  He came back to Eastbourne on retirement but had a stroke,  
ending his days disabled, bitter and disillusioned, in All Saints Hospital 
where he died. 
 
Maurice, on the other hand, appeared to adjust well to civilian life after 
his years of incarceration.  He enrolled under the Emergency Teacher 
Training Scheme of those days and went off to College.  He found  
difficulty in coping, however, but just how much, we did not know until 
one day, just after he had returned to College after holiday, his body was 
found on the railway line where he had committed suicide. 
 
At around that time the PCC were in discussions about the War Memorial 
Windows in the Chapel and the names to appear underneath.  The  
suggestion was made that Maurice had been just as much a casualty of 
war as those who had been killed in action or on active service and that 
his name should be added to the list.  This was unanimously agreed.  As 
PCC Secretary I was charged with the task of informing his mother, who I 
knew well and I was pleased to do so.  She was very grateful and said 
that the decision of the PCC had been a comfort to her in her grief at  
losing her son in such tragic circumstances. 
 
You may imagine my own feelings when I found myself, having returned 
to Eastbourne and Holy Trinity on retirement in the early 1980’s, laying a 
wreath of poppies on the Memorial in the Chapel, as Churchwarden on 
Remembrance Sunday.  As I read again the names of my old  
contemporaries and old school friends, I reflected that ‘But for the grace 
of God…’ and I thanked the Lord (and still do) for His grace and  
goodness to me and my family.

JUST in case you haven’t already heard who I 
am, my name is   Liz Edwards and I am the new 
Manager of The Trinity Centre. 
 
It is a great privilege to be a part of the Holy 
Trinity Church family and taking on a very 
different job has been exciting, challenging and is 
an adventure! 
 
I was privileged to grow up in a home with 

parents who were keen to serve the Lord in whatever way possible.  As a 
teenager my father became a Christian through the work of United Beach 
Missions and National Young Life Campaign in Bedford.  My mother was 
brought up in a Christian home, and from a large family had the benefits 
of seeing older siblings go to the mission field. 
 
Growing up with severe hearing problems meant I was a very quiet and 
withdrawn child.  But after repeated grommet operations that meant I had 
reasonable hearing for several months at a time gained more confidence.  
With enormous encouragement and support from my family, school 
lessons eventually became easier.  At the age of 13 our family was on 
Beach Missions, my father as leader, my mother as the cook.  For my 
brother and I it was fun and adults around who let us join in.  I enjoyed 
the annual summer holidays with the beach team.  This particular year I 
had been thinking a lot about making a commitment for life to follow 
Jesus, but kept thinking I could put it off for a few years and make the 
most of life first?  (Still not quite sure what I thought I would be missing!)  
On the Sunday evening my Uncle was preaching on John 3 v 16 “For 
God so Loved the world that He gave His one and only Son that whoever 
believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.”    I 
recognised my sin, and my arrogance at wanting to wait until I was older.  
How could I resist when God had sent Jesus to die for me!  The final 
hymn was “And can it be that I should gain….”  One of the verses 
stopped me dead in my tracks, I could not sing the words “my chains fell 
off, my heart was free…”  Later that evening I asked the Lord to forgive 
me, and thanked Him for dying for me.  Promising to be obedient to Him 
and live my life according to His will.   
 
That Autumn I went to Clarendon School as a boarder, got involved in 
the CU and was determined to be obedient to my Lord and Saviour.  
Those three years at Clarendon School were the happiest of school days 
with the privilege of Christian staff, encouragement and support. 



 
Not having achieved huge academic qualifications I was at a loss as to 
what kind of work to take up, but God had that in control!  My fathers 
suggestion was something practical, why not do a secretarial course, it 
would always stand me in good stead.  Then the opportunity to work as 
the only employee of United Beach Missions for seven years.  When that 
came to an end, it was a case of Lord what do you want me to do now?  
A fleece was laid and was honoured, probably wasn’t the wisest of 
moves to make with God, but its amazing how gracious He is with us.  
Next was to be a PA at The Leprosy Mission, commuting to London 
before it moved to Peterborough. That was in 1988. After a while I was 
promoted to PA to the Director.  Somehow I managed to get through two 
of them, and they both had major heart attacks – don’t think either were 
anything to do with me.  TLM decided to start a mail order catalogue as a 
means of promoting the work, creating new supporters and selling 
products made by people affected by leprosy.  The first year was a huge 
success and I was keen to get involved in this new project, so the second 
year I was assistant.  As this project became a separate company and 
grew rapidly my post changed to Operations Manager.  The financial 
climate hit this project a couple of years ago and I was made redundant 
in 2008. 
 
Meanwhile, I had sensed it was time to move on.  My spare time 
activities on the council estate with church and community centre had 
brought me to a point of exhaustion,  a regular Friday night childrens club 
had drawn to a close after 9 years, and several other endings seemed to 
bring me to the realisation that maybe God was moving me to pastures 
new. 
 
So here I am, a new home, town, job and church.  A recent trip back to 
Peterborough left me keen to get back to Eastbourne, I missed the 
seagulls!!   
 
Thank you for making me feel so welcome and at home.  I look forward 
to getting to know you.
